Shinrone National School Enrolment Policy
Introductory Statement
This Enrolment Policy was formulated by the Board of Management and Staff of Scoil Náisiúnta Suí an Róin. It is set out in accordance with the provisions of the Education Act 1998, in order that Parents will be assisted in relation to enrolment matters. The Chairperson of the Board of Management, Mrs. Marie Maher, and the Principal Teacher, Mr. Joe Cleary will be happy to clarify any further matters arising from the policy. It was reviewed in 2010 and ratified by the Board of Management meeting held on Tuesday, 16th November 2010.
Rationale
It is necessary to devise an Enrolment Policy to provide guidance for families who wish to enrol their children in our school and to ensure that the school is in compliance with Department Legislation.
Relationship to Characteristic Spirit of the School
At Scoil Náisiúnta Suí and Róin our mission is to create a caring Christian atmosphere where children will feel loved and cherished. By supporting the principles of inclusiveness, respect, equality and parental choice, we hope to achieve our mission.
Within the contexts and parameters of Department Regulations, the right of the Patron as
set out in the Education Act 1998 and the funding and resources available, Shinrone
National School supports the principles of:
•Inclusiveness, particularly with reference to the enrolment of children with a disability
or other special educational needs.
•Equality of access and participation in the school.
•Parental choice in relation to enrolment.

B:Enrolment Procedures 
1.          Application Procedure
The B.O.M. will communicate generally to the school community each June through appropriate channels (e.g. letter from the school, newsletter, Parish bulletin.) outlining the application for enrolment procedures for prospective junior entrants. An Enrolment Day, to which the prospective junior infants and their parents are invited, will be held in the school in June.

2.         Provision of Key Information
All new entrants to Shinrone National School will be required to complete an enrolment application form, (downloadable from www.shinronens.ie) Information sought will include: 
· Pupils name, age, address
· Names, address of pupils parents/guardians
· Contact telephone numbers
· Emergency contact telephone numbers
· Details of any medical conditions which the school should be aware of «         Previous schools attended if any, and reasons for transfer if applicable
· Baptismal certificate for Junior Infants
3.        Decision Making
Decisions in relation to applications for enrolment are made by the Board of Management of the school in accordance with school policy. The B.O.M. will be required under the terms of the Education Welfare Act 2000 to notify parents of their decision within 21 days.
As a general principle and in so far as practicable, children will be enrolled on application provided that there is space available. The B.O.M. will have regard for D.E.S. guidelines in relation to class sizes, staffing provisions and other relevant requirements concerning accommodation, such as physical space or the health and welfare of children.
The school is bound by the Department of Education and Science's rules for National Schools which provides that pupils may only be enrolled from the age of 4 years and upwards though compulsory attendance does not apply until the age of 6 years.
The B.O.M.'s criteria for decision-making will include the following:
1. Parish boundaries
2. Whether there are siblings of the proposed new student already attending the school
3. Ages of the children
4. Children of teachers and staff members working in the school
5.  Ethos consideration
6.  Lottery
5. Junior Infants will only be accepted in September unless they are transferring from another school
4.   Admission of New Junior Infants
New Junior Infants will only be admitted to the school on September 1st or on the first day of the new school year. Ages of children — New junior infants must have reached the age of four by the 30th June of the year in which they enrol.
5.   Enrolment of Children with Special Needs
In relation to applications for the enrolment of children with special needs the B.O.M. may request a copy of the child's medical and/or psychological report or where such a report is not available to request that the child be assessed immediately. The purpose of the assessment report is to assist the school in establishing the educational and training needs of the child relevant to his/her disability or special needs and to profile the support services required following receipt of the report, the B.O.M. will assess how the school could meet the needs specified in the report. Where the B.O.M. deems that further resources are required it will, prior to enrolment, request the D.E.S. to provide the resources required to meet the needs of the child as outlined in the psychological or medical report. These resources may include a visiting teacher service, resource teacher for special needs, special needs assistant, specialized equipment or furniture or transport services.
The school will meet the parents of the child to discuss the need of the child and the
school's suitability or capability  in meeting those needs.  If necessary, a full-case conference involving all parties will be held, which may include parents, principal, class teacher, learning support teacher or psychologist if appropriate. It may be necessary for the B.O.M. to decide to defer enrolment of a particular child pending:
· The receipt of an assessment report and /or
· The provision of appropriate resources by the D.E.S. to meet the needs specified in the psychological and/or medical report.
6.    Pupils Transferring
Pupils may transfer to the school at any time subject to available space, the approval of
the B.O.M. and in some cases, the approval of the D.E.S.
However   it   is   necessary   that   information   concerning   attendance  and   the   child's educational progress be communicated to the school, subject to the requirements of the Educational Welfare Act 2000. 
Appeals
The Board of Management of a school is also obliged under section 19(3) of the Education Welfare Act 2000 to make a decision in writing in respect of an application for enrolment within 21 days and to inform the parents in writing of that decision. Where a Board of Management refuses to enrol a student in a school, the parent of the student or, where the student has reached 18 years of age, the student himself or herself, following the conclusion of any appeal procedures at school level, has a statutory entitlement under section 29 of the Education Act (as amended by Section 4 of the Education (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 2007, to appeal that decision to the Secretary General of the Department of Education and Science. A committee is established to hear the appeal with hearings conducted with a minimum of formality. In most cases appeals must be dealt with within 30 days. Where appropriate, the Secretary General may give whatever directions to the Board of Management that are considered necessary to remedy the matter complained of.
